In this world of ‘transparency’ I want members to understand why we need additional funding 
beyond membership dues. The Chamber has the same responsibilities as most businesses, we 
pay sales tax, monthly rent for our office space, operational/payroll expenses, equipment leases, 
etc. In good economic times, our revenue ratio is about 70% dues revenue and 30% event/
program revenue – that’s in the ‘good times’ when the Chamber has a strong membership base. 
When membership declines, the ratio of revenue is shifted and the need for event/program 
sponsorships becomes more crucial. 
 
It is important for us to recognize our sponsors for their generous donations, both financial and 
in -kind, and for their continued support of the community; because in order to fully support our 
business members we must promote the community as a whole … put the community on the 
map, highlight our membership wherever and whenever possible, and encourage patronage 
from local, non -local metro residents and visitors.
